A Bird has a wing just like we have an arm.  We will compare the two during today’s fun.

Paper towel


play-doh



Bucket



soap water

Procedure:   Partner up.  The group will take a chicken wing and look at it.  What does the skin do?  What does your skin do?  Lets find some things that are the same and different.  Write them below

Next we will look at the diagram below.  It is a chicken wing with just the bones showing.  Look at the diagram next to that one.  What is it of.  What do you see that is the same and what do you see that is different.  Write the  major differences that you note below.
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Next we will make the base for our bone sculpture

First get a piece of notecard and put your name on it.   Then get a can of playdoh.  Spread the playdoh out in the shape of the wing with the skin still on it.

After that you can start to remove all of the skin, meat, and anything that is not bone from the wing.  Get the bone as clean as possible.  Soap water will help clean it up.  After you have the bone clean, dry it off with the paper towel.  Place the correct bone in its place on the playdoah.  Using your human anatomy diagrams identify the chicken bones to what they would be called on a human and label them.
